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Project Profile

The conversion of a 3 storey public house dating from the early 1840’s to a 4 storey office located in the Holland Park area of west London. This involved the removal of the existing roof with the installation of a new ceiling to the 2nd floor and creation of new walls and roof to create the new 3rd floor. Additionally, a new self-contained mews house was constructed to the rear of the property.

The aim of the project was to create a high end office space with a residential feel and to this end plasterboard ceilings and domestic-style pendant luminaires were used in the office. This required careful co-ordination of the services to ensure that the office areas and Comms Room were served to the required standard while maintaining the residential character of the space.

The energy efficiency of the building was improved while also maintaining the external appearance of the property.
