Green Building Design Consultants were initially employed to prepare a Dilapidations Schedule for 7-8 Frederick’s Place. This listed building is the former British Linen Bank and consists of 5 storeys plus a basement and is located within the City of London.
Following on from this instruction, Green Building Design Consultants were appointed to provide a mechanical and electrical services design for the refurbishment of the building. This refurbishment involved the conversion of the floor plan from the cellularised layout installed by the previous tenant to a more open plan layout. The original internal walls were retained and the recent partitions removed.
The project required the strip out of the existing Versatemp air conditioning and the installation of a new radiator system. The electrical installation was retained where required. New suspended lighting fitted to the ground floor shows the decorative features of the area with minimal impact on the building.
